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Terms to know:

1. Fact: something known to be true: something that can be shown to be true, to exist, or to have happened 
piece of information: a piece of information such as a statistic or a statement of the truth

2. Opinion: personal view: the view somebody takes about a certain issue, especially when it is based solely on personal judgment 
3. Bias: preference: an unfair preference for or dislike of something 

4. Propaganda:  publicity to promote something: information or publicity put out by an organization or government to spread and promote a policy, idea, doctrine, or cause 

misleading publicity: deceptive or distorted information that is systematically spread 
5. Argumentation: debate: a process of debating or discussing something 
6. Support:  corroborate: to give something greater credibility by being consistent with it or providing further evidence for it 

7. Verbal: using words rather than action: relating to or consisting of words rather than physical action or confrontation 

8. Non-verbal: not involving words: not using or involving words 
9. Intent: plan or purpose: something planned or the purpose that accompanies a plan
10. Paraphrase: rephrase and simplify: to restate something using other words, especially in order to make it simpler or shorter 
11. Point of View: perspective somebody brings: somebody’s particular way of thinking about or approaching a subject, as shaped by his or her own character, experience, mindset, and history 
12. Relevant: connected: having some sensible or logical connection with something else, for example, a matter being discussed or investigated
13. Credibility: believability: the ability to inspire belief or trust 
14. Hidden Agenda: undisclosed motive or aim: a plan, motive, or aim underlying somebody’s actions that is kept secret from others 
15. Visual Aid: visible instructional aid: something such as a model, chart, or movie that is looked at as a complement to a lesson or presentation

1. Enunciation: speak clearly: to pronounce something distinctly 

2. Stress: phonetics emphasis on syllable: the emphasis placed on a particular sound or syllable by pronouncing it more loudly or forcefully than those surrounding it in the same word or phrase 
3. Body language: nonverbal communication: bodily mannerisms, postures, and facial expressions that can be interpreted as unconsciously communicating a person’s feelings or psychological state 

4. Gestures: body movement: a movement made with a part of the body in order to express meaning or emotion, or to communicate an instruction 
5. Posture: carriage: the way in which somebody carries his or her body, especially when standing 

6. Facial expression: look on somebody’s face: a look on somebody’s face, conveying a thought or feeling 
7. Precise: exact or detailed: exact and accurate, or detailed and specific 
8. Vivid: graphic: producing strong and distinct mental image
9. Voice modulation: slight alteration: slight alteration that makes something less strong, forceful, or severe 
10. Tone: way of speaking: the way somebody says something as an indicator of what that person is feeling or thinking 
11. Pace: do something at controlled rate: to run or work at an even controlled speed so as not to waste energy
